CALL FOR APPLICATION FOR THE KEMRI INTERNAL RESEARCH GRANTS

5TH SPECIAL CALL 2016/2017

1. INTRODUCTION
The Kenya Medical Research Institute (KEMRI) Internal Research Grants (IRGs) funding mechanism seeks to strengthen research capacity in the Institute through supporting innovative research projects.  The scope of the research projects to be supported in this call must be in line with;

(i) KEMRI’s Strategic Plan- (www.kemri.org) 
(ii)The National goals and priorities of Kenya’s National Health Sector Medium Term Strategic Plan-(www.health.go.ke) 
(iii)Kenya Vision 2030-(https://vision2030.go.ke).  
Projects that contribute new knowledge applicable to Universal Health Care will have added advantage.  However, proposals that demonstrate exceptional creativity and potential for great impact will equally be considered. 

2. GUIDELINES FOR APPLICANTS
2.1. Criteria for Addressing Innovation
i. The research to be supported by the grant should aim to generate new knowledge and/or give rise to  an innovation that provides a solution to a health problem or create an opportunity with benefit to the society.
ii. The project must be based on an original idea, be simple to apply, and likely to have a wide application in the fields of biomedical sciences and public health.
iii. Applications for adaption of new cutting edge technologies or  such other health care delivery systems, that cut across several kemri programs will also be considered

iv. Its envisioned that successful implementation of this grant, maybe supported for further development / implementation depending on availability of funds

2.2. Eligibility Criteria
i. Applicants must be permanent employees of KEMRI, at the level of Senior Research Officer and above.
ii. Applicants must have a PhD degree (or its equivalent), with at least 5 years post-doctoral research experience, and must have published at least 4 papers (2 of which as first author), in reputable peer reviewed journals in their area of expertise.
iii. An applicant can only submit one application as Principal Investigator (PI) for this call but can be a collaborator on other applications.
iv. Mentorship is encouraged  and can take the form of inclusion of  junior scientists / graduate students as part of the research teams
v. This call encourages co-funding of research but any aspects of your research that is being funded /being considered for funding by other donor(s) should be disclosed in the section so provided. 

vi. Applicants who have IRG on-going funded project are not eligible to apply unless Close Out Report and output for the previously funded IRG project have been submitted. 
vii. Proposals already developed but unfunded are encouraged— However the selection still must fall within the priority areas, even if it means some negotiations for modifications

2.3. Budget
i. A clearly Itemized and realistic budget to be provided, accompanied with detailed budgetary notes to justify items listed in the budget. The budget item lines must be in line with your research methodology (Budget template attached).
ii. Equipments (Specify the items). Ordinary Equipments normally found in most of common Labs may not be supported by this grant. This Grant does not support the acquisition of items such as:- Laptops; Desktop Computers; Printers; Microscopes; Microwaves; Cameras; Mobile phones, consultancies, subscription fees, tuition fees for postgraduate students). Any equipment procured under this grant will remain property of KEMRI.

iii. The proposed budget should not exceed Kes. Ten Million (Kes 10,000,000) per application.  
2.4. Application Instructions

Applicants should complete the attached Application Form, and must strictly adhere to the specified limits, including margins. The project duration should not exceed 24 months
2.5. Proposal Submission 

i. The Research proposal should not Exceed 10 pages (Times New Roman 12, single spacing excluding relevant appendices e.g. CV (Max 2 pages), roles of collaborators, and other support documents etc.)
ii. Proposals should be submitted both in hard and soft copies to the IRG Secretariat in the KEMRI Grantsmanship Office or via email (as attachments) to: grantsmanship@kemri.org.  Please print on both sides of the A4 paper.  All applications must be endorsed by the PI’s Centre Director and should be accompanied by the PI’s biosketch (a template provided), which should also, be signed by the PI’s Centre Director.
2.6. Application Deadline 

i. Applications (both hard and soft copies) must reach the IRG Secretariat by 17:00hrs on 30th November 2021 .  Applications submitted after this deadline will not be considered.
